1. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 3. TAX STATUS

General - Florida Consumer Action Network, Inc. ("FCAN") was incorporated on December
27, 1984, by consumer activists in Tampa and Orlando. Today, FCAN maintains offices in
Tampa, Orlando, and our Legislative Office in Tallahassee. FCAN is a grassroots consumer
and environmental advocacy organization with more than 30,000 members reaching from Key
West to Tallahassee. Its purpose is to organize broad coalitions of individuals and grassroots
organizations for advocacy on issues which affect Floridians quality of life.

Property - Vehicles and equipment are stated at cost, less accumulated depreciation. Depre-
ciation is provided using the straight-line method based on the estimated useful lives of the
assets ranging from three to five years.

Public Support and Revenue - FCAN receives revenue directly from members and support-
ers through the field and telephone contacts of its volunteers and staff. FCAN also conducts
fundraisers in conjunction with its allied and affiliate organizations.
